AWAY ON RETREAT:  Each priest is obliged to take an annual retreat for his own spiritual re-
newal. Mine will be next week as I leave Monday afternoon and will return on Friday evening. 

This is not a vacation but a retreat. There is a difference. While there is a great value in taking a vacation 
whether near or far, even if it means staying home and relaxing, a retreat has a defined purpose. While re-
treats are meant to be restful, they are also structured to varying degrees. One can experience a group re-
treat or a private retreat. Since I plan on attending the Annual Priest and Deacons Conference at the Fran-
ciscan University of Steubenville, it would be considered a group retreat or conference. The week will in-
clude daily Mass, prayers, holy hours before the Blessed Sacrament, keynote talks and workshops by 
clergy and lay people alike, as well as quiet time to read, walk, exercise, share meals and socialize with 
other clergy. 
 A private retreat is often a directed retreat under the guidance of a Spiritual Director who is often a 
priest or a religious sister. The Retreat Master can tailor your needs to his/her spiritual direction and cus-
tomize a retreat for your spiritual nourishment. There are a host of Houses of Prayer and Retreat Houses 
open to the public within the Diocese of Pittsburgh and Greensburg. They are listed in the Official Catho-
lic Directory of the Diocese of Pittsburgh on Section F, pages 9-11. (Charlotte and Pat each have one in 
the parish offices of NAM and St. Michael). You may also read more about Retreat houses and Houses of 
Prayer in an article in the Pittsburgh Catholic scheduled for the June 25th issue. In the fall, the diocese 
hopes to redesign its website so that you may be able to go online and access this information from your 
computer. 
 On Thursday, June 24 at 7:00 pm there is an invitation to any person who wants to join the priests and 
deacons in a healing service at the Finnegan Fieldhouse on the campus of the Franciscan University of 
Steubenville. Each year there are dozens of people who make the trip to join us in prayer on Thursday 
night. You are invited! In the meantime, I will be praying for you and ask that you pray for me as I follow 
Jesus’ example as “he left and went off to a deserted place where he prayed.” (Mark 1:35)

For 
the next twenty-two weeks we are called to take up the 
cross and, with Saint Luke as our guide, follow in the 
footsteps of Christ.
